SF Samson is a purple skinned, white fleshed tankard
turnip which is ready for grazing 70-100 days after
emergence. It is best suited to spring sowing for high yields
of high quality summer feed.

It provides a single grazing option best suited to strip
grazing by beef or dairy cattle to maximise feed utilisation.
It should be fed to cows at 5kg/hd/day as part of a balanced
ration.

It can be used economically to supplement dry summer
pasture compared to high cost grain options.
